Notes from Pr Tim

The Lenten season is how here. This year it is about as late as it could be.
Have you ever seen the movie that came out in 2004 called “The Passion”?
Every year during Lent | watch this movie. Surprisingly enough, | have very
mixed feelings about this movie. Part of me is upset with the movie because of
the violence. It's a VERY graphic movie from start to finish. | find myself wanting
to yell out “ENOUGH IS ENOUGH?”. It hurts to witness the brutality toward Jesus.
Yet | wonder if we don’t need to see this. | wonder if over the 2000 years since
this event happened, we have watered down the events to make it less painful
for us. I wonder if we haven’t forgotten the Old Testament prophecies on the
brutality of the Messiah’s death. | always feel drained and upset when the
movie is over. Yet | am moved by the story because of the reminder it brings to
each of us of what Jesus went through on the journey to the cross so that we
could be forgiven. Sin is the ultimate wrong to God, so the ultimate price would
have to be paid. There is no question in my mind that God loves us so much
that he would allow the crucifixion to happen. Remember, God didn’t cause it,
he allowed it to happen. This for many of us this is very hard to understand.

IF YOU DON'T ACCEPT AND UNDERSTAND THE HORROR OF SIN, YOU CAN'T
UNDERSTAND THE HORROR OF THE CRUCIFIXION!

Let’s take a look at the journey to the cross. The cross best proclaims the
indisputable fact that we worship a caring God. It is the most popular of all
Christian symbols. There is no Christianity without the cross.

The cross shouts God’s words of love to each of us. It's God’s proclamation
of possibility beyond the present. In it is hope for the hopeless, love for the
loveless, encouragement for the depressed, and the pronouncement of life
beyond death for those who grieve the loss of a friend or contemplate their
own demise. Its importance to our faith cannot be over emphasized, the
proclamation must never be subdued. It screams, "God cares!"

As | look at the cross today, | can’t help but think of the movie “The
Passion”. Few movies in my life have had such an impact. Jesus being beaten
in the courtyard. The sound of the hammer on the nail rings through the air,
the cross rises until it suddenly thumps into place. And, yes, all the blood.

We are reminded that the blood of Jesus cleanses us from all sin. He was the
sacrificial Lamb.

At Calvary, God was in Christ, reconciling the world to himself. The blood
of Christ pouring down the cross restored our relationship with the Father.
We can’t fully understand the mystery of God’s plan to recapture a creation
that went astray. We only know that all who come to the cross in simple,
trusting faith are cleansed by his blood and find peace with the Father.

UND DRIVE Focus ON THE ORGAN

You may have noticed information about our Capital
Projects in the March Newsletter. The 150t committee
and Leadership Team have prioritized the projects in
order of necessity.

This month our focus is on the Stoll Memorial
Organ. This large instrument was built for our
sanctuary by the Stoll Organ Company. Bob Stoll is still
a member of Peace. In its day, it was a grand and
beautiful instrument, but the years have aged the
internal workings. After inspections by two different
companies, the Salzman Pipe Organ Service of
Appleton has been working with Larry Klausch to
develop a plan to revitalize this lovely instrument.
Of first importance will be rebuilding the console
so all the keys and stops work. After that, the
wiring from the console to the various pipes
(located in three different parts of the building) will
be rewired, and renovation of pipes and
replacement of ‘swell’ shades and motors is
planned. The swell is the shutter system that
controls the volume for the organ.

“The 150t anniversary of a parish is always a
great event, and having this large instrument up
and playing to the full extent of its capabilities

would be a great thing,

contributing much to the
anniversary year events. Certainly —
given the size and progeny of this
instrument, its continued well-being and worship role
at Peace Lutheran would certainly been seen as
matters of importance.” (from the inspection report of
the Salzman company).
At this time we estimate the cost of bringing our organ
up to modern wiring standards, replacing the console,
wiring, swells, motors, repairing pipes and retuning
would be about $80,000.00. While that seems like a
lot of money, our organ would be worth at close to Y2
million dollars. As indicated, we'd like to give one/
tenth of what we collect away (a Biblical Tithe) to
mission outside our congregation, so the total is
— $88,000.00.
This amount can be raised with your help.
Please consider a generous gift to the 150t Organ
Fund. You may use the special envelope included

in March’s newsletter, or available at church.
(Amounts specifically designated for other
projects will be welcome, as well, but
undesignated 150t anniversary gifts will go
to the organ fund at this time.)

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PARISH NURSE NOTES

Shop Smart—
Get the Facts on Food Labels

The Nutrition Facts panel found on most food labels will

help you know:

e Find out which foods are good sources of fiber, calcium,
iron, and vitamin C

e Compare similar foods to find out which one is lower in
fat and calories

e Search for low sodium(salt) foods

e Look for foods that are low in saturated fat and trans fat

A Quick Guide to Reading the Nutrition Facts Label
e  Start with the serving size
Look here for both the serving size (the amount for one
serving) and the number of servings in the package.
Remember to check your portion size to the serving size
listed on the label. If the label serving size is one
cup, and you eat two cups, you are getting twice the
calories, fat and other nutrients listed on the label.

e Check out the total calories and fat

e Find out how many calories are in a single serving and
the number of calories from fat. It's smart to cut back on
calories and fat if you are watching your weight.

e Let the Percent Daily Values Be Your Guide

e Use percent Daily Values (DV) to help you evaluate how

a particular food fits into your daily meal plan:

Daily Values are average levels of nutrients for a person
eating 2,000 calories a day. A food item with a 5%
DV means 5% of the amount of fat that a person
consuming 2000 calories a day would eat.

Remember: percent DV are for the entire day-not just for
one meal or shack.

You may need more or less that 2,000 calories per day.
For some nutrients you may need more or less that
100% DV.

e The High and Low of Daily Values
5% or less is low—try to aim low in total fat, saturated
fat, cholesterol , and sodium
20% or more is high—try to aim high in vitamins,
minerals and fiber

e Limit Fat, Cholesterol and Sodium
Eating less of these nutrients may help reduce your
risk for heart disease, high blood pressure and
cancer:
Total fat includes saturated, polyunsaturated and
monounsaturated fat. Limit to100% DV or less
per day
Saturated fat and trans fat are linked to an increases
risk of heart disease. Saturated Fat is fat that is visible
on the different types of meat we eat. This is listed
separately because it's a key player in raising blood
cholesterol and increasing your risk of heart disease.

Use unsaturated fats such as
canola oil and olive oil
instead of lard, butter, etc.
and trim your meat carefully

Sodium—high levels can add up to high blood pressure. Try
using red pepper, herbs, and spices instead of salt to
season your food.
