Currently support Carla who is training a seeing eye         

puppy for one year.” 

150th ANNIVERSARY  NEWS 

 

 We are on our way to the Celebration 

of our 150th anniversary. We have planned 

a menu and contracted with a caterer, we 

are working on an invitation list and we 

are hoping you are saving the date: 

November 13th! 

 

 Tickets for the dinner will be 

available in September.

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Hi. I’m Sue Frederickson from the Peace 

Leadership Team. I want to tell you about a process we 

are undertaking called Natural Church Development,  

which builds on the Biblical principle expressed in 

Matthew 7:17 that “a good tree produces good fruit”. 

Our Leadership Team is seeking to answer the 

question: how we can best help our church to be like 

the good tree in Matthew 7:17? 

 

The Natural Church Development Process is 

based on the principle that there are eight essential 

qualities that churches need in order to be like the 

Good Tree. These eight qualities are empowering 

leadership, gift-based ministry, passionate spirituality, 

effective structures, inspiring worship services, holistic 

small groups, needs oriented evangelism and loving 

relationships. We have learned that successful and 

growing churches have all EIGHT of these essential 

qualities. When all eight are present, then the potential 

God has laid into the Church will be released all by 

itself.  

 

 I am a gardener and I have learned the hard way 

that if an essential ingredient is missing, my garden 

doesn’t grow very well. There must be a balance of 

nitrogen, potassium and phosphorus, plus water, plus 

sunshine; the soil needs organic matter, earthworms 

really help the process along, and I need to be vigilant 

to keep pests from getting the upper hand! I’ve also 

learned that I need to focus my gardening efforts on 

the key ingredient that is missing. I can put in all kinds 

of effort in the spring, but if I neglect to provide water 

for the plants, my efforts are not going to pay off. 

 

Our church needs to be strong  in all 8 Essential 

Qualities, but just like I need to prioritize my gardening 

efforts, the Natural Church Development Process 

recommends that we focus on only one Quality at a 

time, and that we apply the Minimum Strategy, and 

focus our energies on the quality characteristic that is 

least well-developed. 

 

So how do we know which Essential Quality we 

should work on? Fortunately, the Natural Church 

Development Process is based on solid research, so 

our first step was to obtain a Church Profile. Thirty 

members and our pastors each filled out a 

questionnaire. Their responses were compared to 4.2 

million answers in the Natural Church Development  

 

database. Overall, we are pretty pleased with our 

results. We learned we have many strengths. Our top 

area was “Gift-Oriented Ministry.” This means that 

members of our Church are matching their personal 

gifts to areas of ministry and service. No factor 

influences the sense of contentment in living the 

Christian life more than if we are living it according to 

our spiritual gifts. 

 

 Our Minimum Factor, the one where we scored 

lowest and the one we want to focus on in the next 

twelve months, is the Quality of Passionate Spirituality. 

Passionate Spirituality means practicing our faith with 

joy, commitment and enthusiasm, and having an 

optimistic faith that views obstacles as opportunities 

and turns defeats into victories, just as God turned the 

defeat of Christ’s death on the Cross on Good Friday 

into the victory of the Resurrection. Effective ministry 

flows out of a passionate spirituality, so if we can build 

up this Quality, it should lead naturally to growth in 

other areas.  

 

So now that we have completed our Profile and 

decided that we want to focus our energies on building 

up our Congregation in the area of Passionate 

Spirituality, what are the next steps? First, we will be 

creating a Ministry Growth Team. The role of the Team 

will be to create a Plan to strengthen the quality of 

Passionate Spirituality within our Congregation. We are 

looking for three or four people who would be 

interested in joining the Ministry Growth Team. I am 

excited to part of this Team, and would love to talk to 

you more about the Natural Church Development 

Process after the service. Or you can talk to Pastor 

Nancy, or contact myself or any of the other Leadership 

Team members. Our names and contact information 

are on the back of the bulletin! 

 

By the grace of God this year, we are celebrating 

150 years of God’s blessings poured out here at Peace 

Lutheran. Please keep Peace in your prayers and ask 

God to continue to bless us, and to help us to continue 

to grow in our Faith.

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PARISH NURSE NOTES 

BE A FRIEND  

TO YOUR FEET-- 

---KEEP THEM HAPPY! 

     

 They help us maintain an active lifestyle, they take 

us to work, keep the body balanced and help us relax 

when rubbed. 

 

   They are rugged and often take a beating, even in 

the most benign environments, such as in our offices or 

our homes.  But they are also very SENSITIVE and 

require regular attention and care.  

 

 It is especially important if you are diabetic 

because diabetes can reduce the blood supply to your 

feet, so normally minor injuries, such as an ingrown 

toenail or a blister, can lead to a dangerous infection. 

Because diabetes also reduces the sensation in your 

feet, you can burn or chill them without feeling it.  

 

 If you have had a knee or hip replacement it is also 

very important to keep your feet healthy and not get an 

infection that could settle in your replacement joint. 

 

 Following are some ways to keep our feet healthy: 

√ Examine your feet first thing daily. Look for cuts, 

swelling, spots or blisters that might indicate a 

problem. Peeling or cracked skin on the soles could 

be a sign of athlete’s foot. And check for any 

unusual growths. 

 

√ Wash your feet daily in soapy water. Be sure that 

the water temperature is not too hot. Dry 

your feet thoroughly by blotting them 

with a towel. Be sure to dry between 

your toes. 

 

√ Apply oil or lotion to your feet 

immediately after drying to prevent 

evaporating water from drying your skin. 

Lotion will keep your feet soft. DON’T put 

lotion between your toes as this will keep 

that area too moist. 

 

√ If your feet perspire heavily, use a mild foot powder. 

Sprinkle lightly between your toes and in your socks 

and shoes. 

 

 

 

 

√ Wear clean cotton socks each day (cotton is best if 

diabetic). Don’t wear socks with holes or darns or 

those that have rough, irritating seams. 

 

√ Keep toenails tidy. Trim them straight across and file 

edges with an emery board. File them even with the 

end of your toes. Don’t file the corners of your nails 

at a sharp angle or file them shorter 

than the ends of your toes. Don’t dig 

under toenails or around cuticles. 

 

√ Don’t run around with bare feet, 

especially outside. Wear socks and 

comfortable shoes that fit properly as 

much as possible. Wear sandals 

when on the beach, and put sun 

block on the tops of your feet. 

 

√ Keep your feet safe from extreme hot and cold. 

Heating pads, hot water bottles and electric blankets 

can even burn your feet without  you realizing it. 

 

√ When seated, try to elevate your feet, at least from 

time to time, to help blood flow. Rotate your ankles 

and wriggle your toes for five minutes a couple of 

times a day. And when on a sofa or chair, don’t keep 

your legs crossed too long, HOPEFULLY NOT AT ALL! 

 

√ If you cut your foot, wash the cut thoroughly and 

apply a mild antiseptic. Avoid harsh antiseptics,  

such as iodine. 

 

√ When seated, try to elevate your feet, at least from 

time to time, to help blood flow.  

 

√ Don’t wear tight-fitting garments or engage in 

activities that can decrease circulation.  Especially 

avoid wearing elastic that leaves an indentation on 

your legs.

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Hello Parish Congregation Members and Friends 

 

 

  Our Parish Youth Program is hosting the Mission Trip this year in July. 

Our destination is Nashville, TN from July 17-23. Currently we have 30 youth 

registered and paid deposits along with 8 adult chaperones. The mission trips are a 

life changing experience for both the youth and adults who attend. I am excited for 

our team as we have been preparing for this opportunity to serve individuals in need. 

  During our time in Nashville, our church will be working four days 

building ramps on homes for families who have a member who is physically disabled. 

We will also be running day camps for elementary age children and sharing Bible 

stories while teaching games, songs and skits. We may be painting, gardening and 

fulfilling any other service to homes as needed. 

  Each mission trip costs between $650 to $800 per person depending 

on gas, transportation, food and programming. As of now, we are looking to finalize 

our expenses by the beginning of April, but in the mean time each youth has been 

asked to give a $300 deposit for their trip in three payments. Of this $300, each 

youth is expected to ask ten people (of their choosing) to sponsor them $10 toward 

their deposit. 

  Responsibility of each youth is to ask ten people for $10. This means 

that if you have not been asked, please be aware that you still might be. Then each 

youth is to get addresses for each person sponsored and that youth will be expected 

to send a post card during the trip. This will build our church family and unity within 

the parish. 

  Responsibility of the sponsor is to pray (when you feel led to pray) 

specifically for the youth until we return from our trip. Also the donor is to contact the 

youth a minimum of two times until the trip to encourage the youth. We ask that the 

donor also keep in prayer the entire team and the Parish Youth program. 

 Please know that as a sponsor you do not have to give financially. You can 

sponsor a youth by prayers, we are simply asking each youth to have ten people who 

have a specific investment in the lives of God’s servants during this mission trip. 

  Thank you for supporting this program and our youth.
