A Message from Pr Nancy 

 LOOKING BACK, WALKING 

FORWARD 

  

 On our Leadership Team Agenda we have the quote: “Remember 

Lot’s Wife.”  Lot’s wife looked backwards and was turned into a pillar of 

salt.  The warning is that dwelling in the past will inhibit our movement into 

the future. However, other passages in the Bible, especially ones like 

Deuteronomy 26:5-9 or 1 Corinthians 15:1-8 are all about looking back 

and treasuring the past.  Those passages reflect the community’s deep 

appreciation of their faith history, and the memories contained there 

became expressions of identity and mission.  

 

 We are taking a good look backward this year. Our 150

th

 Anniversary 

Celebration calls up memories of different days and buildings, different 

pastors and programs, times when things felt great and times when things 

were struggling. Oh wait, there weren’t any bad times in the past? Well, we 

tend not to remember those moments, do we? Our memories can be 

selective, colored by our current anxieties, frustrations and hopes.  

 

 It is important, when looking back at a church’s life, to remember the 

greater story of the power and mission of God in this place. There will be 

memories of struggle and of growth. There will be memories of failed 

initiatives and successful accomplishments. There will be personal stories 

of happy occasions and hurt feelings. And each one of those stories is part 

of the GREAT STORY of God’s love and mission in Jesus Christ.  

 

 So we will look back – at black and white photos, at the pastors who 

have come and gone, at the celebrations and the hard work. But we 

should never forget we are always walking forward. See what the author of 

the letter of Peter says: 

 “

But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s 

own people, in order that you may proclaim the mighty acts of him who 

called you out of darkness into his marvelous light.”

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PARISH NURSE NOTES 

THE   BRAIN 

     Our brains are one of the largest and most 

complex organs in our bodies. The brain is made up 

of more than 100 billion nerves that communicate in 

trillions of connections called synapses.  The brain is 

made up of many specialized areas that work 

together. The cortex is the outermost layer of brain 

cells where thinking and voluntary movements 

begin. The brain stem is between the spinal cord and 

the rest of the brain. This is where basic functions 

like breathing and sleep are controlled. A cluster of 

structures in the center of the brain are called basal 

ganglia. The basal ganglia coordinate messages 

between multiple other brain areas. At the base and 

the back of the brain is the cerebellum that is 

responsible for coordination and balance. 

 

The brain is also divided into several lobes: 

○ The frontal lobe is responsible for intellect, 

reasoning, concentration, problem solving, 

memory, judgment, movement of the face and 

limbs and motor control of speech. 

○ The parietal lobe is responsible for sensation, 

coordinating motor tasks, handwriting, and 

awareness of the position of parts of the body. 

○ The temporal lobe is responsible for 

understanding words, learning, memory and 

emotional awareness. 

○ The occipital lobe is responsible for vision and 

smooth eye movements. 

○ The cerebellum and brainstem are responsible 

of smooth muscle activity, coordination, 

wakefulness, respirations  heart rate and     

blood pressure. 

 

 

 

     The brain is surrounded by a layer called the 

meninges. If you hear the word meningitis that is an 

infection of the meninges. The meningitis vaccine is 

not given before age 11 and is especially 

recommended for college bound students. The skull 

or cranium helps protect the brain from injury. Blood 

carries nutrients and oxygen to the brain as well as 

all areas of the body. 

 

     A stroke occurs when the flow of blood to the 

brain is interrupted. Ischemic strokes occur when     

a blood vessel becomes blocked thereby limiting   

the necessary blood flow to an area. This can 

happen either by the way of a thrombosis (blood clot 

from  a diseased vessel) or by the way of embolisms         

(a blood clot from the heart or from an irregular 

heart beat). A hemorrhagic stroke occurs when a 

blood vessel breaks. There are also two types: 

intracerebral hemorrhage or subarachnoid 

hemorrhage. An intracerebral hemorrhage occurs 

when a blood vessel ruptures and blood leaks inside 

the brain. The most common cause is high blood 

pressure. A subarachnoid hemorrhage occurs when 

a blood vessel breaks and the area around the brain 

fills with blood. This usually occurs with weakness in 

a blood vessel or trauma. 

 

HOW TO RECOGNIZE A STROKE WITH F_A_S_T 

FACE: Can the person simile or is one side of 

their face droopy? 

ARMS: Can they lift both arms up above their 

head and hold them there? 

SPEECH: Is speech slurred or are they having 

trouble finding the correct words? 

TIME: Time is important. If the person shows 

any of these symptoms, seek medical 

attention.

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It’s All About ‘Community’ 

 A friend and fellow Pastor once told me, “Community is messy, especially Christian 

Communities such as churches.”  Please do not misunderstand the choice of word to describe 

community, but it is messy.  We all are wonderfully different; all made in God’s imagine. All loved by 

God, not because of who we are or what we have done but because of Christ’s death and resurrection.  

Since we are sinful people, far from perfect we try our best to live together, struggling to find our voice 

and who we are as individuals and who we are as part of this Christian Community.  Church is a lot like 

any family- with lots of different personalities, thoughts, and ideas on how things should be done and 

as any family knows sometimes family members disagree, fight, and say things they don’t always 

mean.  Despite family’s conflicts, there is something that drawls them together: they share this tie to 

each other whether through blood or marriage or adoption. They are drawn together by love.  

 

 We as a church are drawn together by blood, marriage, and love 

as well.  In scripture, the Gospel of John compares Christ to that of a 

Bridegroom through the words of John the Baptist (John 3:28-30).  Later 

we read how Christ celebrates the Passover with his disciples and shares 

the bread and the wine with them. He shares his body and blood with them 

out of love.  Christ, our Bridegroom, does the same thing with us today as 

well.  Jesus, shares his body and blood with us through the sacrament of 

Holy Communion and through that celebration we remember how much we 

are loved by God.  

 

 Community is messy, but God is bigger than any mess and God continues to draw us together 

in this place. To worship, to celebrate, to love, and even to struggle together. So when you find that the 

messiness of being in community, of living life is too much to bear anymore, take heart.  God is still 

present in the mess, still present in this place, and still calling us to love one another despite the things 

that tear us apart.  Shannon Arnold
