 We like winning!  How did you feel the-last time that 

you won at playing cards or a board game?

Whether the winning prize is money, ribbons, trophies, 

or just an ―atta-boy‖ or .‖atta-girl‖, we work harder; and we give 

it our maximum effort to earn the prize in the 9th chapter of 1 

Corinthians, the Apostle Paul refers to the contest of running.   

To be the fastest runner, runners go through disciplined training 

to make themselves faster so they can cross the finish line first 

and win the prize' 

 

 1 Corinthians 9:24-27 reads, “Do you not know that in 

a race all the runners run, but only one gets the prize? Everyone 

who competes in the games goes into strict training. They do it 

to get a crown that will not last; but we do it to get a crown that 

will last forever.”  The Apostle Paul refers to a much more 

important event than runners running a race to win-a prize that 

won't last He refers to a race that involves life and death. The 

special prize that Paul refers to in these verses is the prize of 

eternal life.  The prize is a life with Jesus forever! 

 

 Although Paul contrasted the two different prizes, he 

does refer to the similarities in the effort needed to run both 

races. Runners train diligently for their races through "strict 

training'" The Christian disciplines himself making his body his 

―slave,‖ "for the-sake of the Gospel, that he may share ,in its 

blessings" (1 Corinthians 9:23).As Christians, we know we can 

be faithful in what we do because God is within us, and he 

strengthens us' God calls us to give it all we've got in our service 

to him through serving others, and, to help us do that, we will 

begin, in October, a four-week series of sermons titled ―Give It 

All You've Got!‖

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PARISH NURSE NOTES 

The Power of Acceptance 
 

WHAT COPING WITH LOSS CAN   

TEACH US ABOUT LIVING 
 

     I read this editorial by Robin L. Brey, M.D. in 

Neurology Now ( August/September 2011) that I 

found well written. She said in this issue we learn 

about two brothers with Duchenne muscular 

dystrophy—a fatal neurologic disease – who can 

teach us all about embracing life. These energetic 

young men treat each day as a gift. Also in the story 

a celebrated artist ChucK Close said that his success 

is due to him many chronic neurologic problems, not 

in spite of them. And in an article called ―The 

Science of Survival,‖  Jane Kosiba’s decision to stay 

optimistic in the face of a malignant brain tumor has 

helped her to participate actively in her treatment. 

 

    What all four have in common is the acceptance 

of the reality of their lives and the will to live each 

day to the fullest.  In fact, acceptance---even of loss 

and pain—is an important step in living fully. 

 

     Dr. Brey writes that in her career as a 

neurologist, she has participated in the care of many 

people diagnosed with incurable diseases. For some, 

the diagnosis meant a normal life span lived with 

disability or pain. For others, it meant a life span 

measured in weeks or months. As you can imagine, 

people react to and cope with this news in many 

different ways, none are either right or wrong. 

 

     In 1969 Elizabeth Kubler-Ross, M. D., first 

introduced the concept of stages of grief in her book 

called On Death and Dying. She did her study on 500 

dying patients. The first stage for most is denial: 

―This can’t be happening to me.‖ The second is 

anger:‖ How can this be happening to me?‖ The third 

stage is bargaining: ―I’ll so anything for a few more 

years.‖ The fourth stage is depression: ―I’m going to 

die so what’s the point? 

 

     The fifth phase is acceptance: ―Whatever 

happens is going to be okay.‖ Ph.D. Donald Patrick 

and fellow researchers have found that the ability to 

reach acceptance is influenced by the quality, 

meaning and value the dying person places on her 

life. They found that a person who finds value and 

meaning in life can make peace with the fact of 

death, even when it is fast approaching. 

 

     When Dr. Brey was a medical student she was 

able to talk with Dr. Kubler-Ross about her research. 

Dr. Kubler-Ross was quick to stress that while most 

people go through five stages, not all go through 

them or in the same order. Some phases are 

skipped completely, some bounce back and forth 

between two stages, and sometimes people get 

stuck in one stage. 

 

     Dr. Kubler-Ross also noted that this coping 

pattern is used by people suffering any type of major 

loss. For example, caregivers for people who are 

dying go through their own grief process, which may 

make it difficult to provide support. For those who 

find themselves in this situation, the key is to take 

time to think about where they are---where their 

loved one is---in this process and get help when 

needed. Pastors, physicians, counselors and support 

groups are among the resources available to help.  

 

     Eventually, we know that the only certainty in life 

is that it will end for all of us. As Christians we know 

that heaven will be our final home.  Until then may 

we focus on what is important to us and what we 

want to accomplish with God as our guide.
