Activities for Mild to 

Moderate Alzheimer’s 

 

      Regarding Alzheimer’s Disease did you  

know that…..? 

• 5.3 million Americans currently live with it 

• Every 70 seconds someone is diagnosed with it 

• It is currently the 6th leading cause of death 

• It is the most common form of Dementia 

• The destruction and death of nerve cells causes 

the memory failure, personality changes, 

problems in carrying out daily activities and other 

features of the disease 

• Early detection is critical to maximize available 

medical treatments and support services 

 

     Helping a loved one or someone you know with 

Alzheimer ’s disease keep busy and active can be 

challenging. It is important to avoid correcting or 

changing mistakes. 

  

 Following are a few hints and more are available 

through various sites and the Alzheimer’s Association. 

The following hints are from the web site 

www.caring.com,  Prepare a list of saying and let 

them finish them, You may say “I thought of a saying 

but can’t remember how it goes, do you?” 

∗ The early bird catches----the worm 

∗ Seen but not----heard 

∗ The way to a man’s stomach----is through  

 his stomach 

∗ A stitch in time----saves nine 

∗ Ask not what you can do for your country---- ask    

             what you can do for your country 

∗ Many hands make----light work 

∗ An ounce of prevention is worth----a pound of cure 

 

These sayings may also be a way to lead into other 

conversations on the depression, saving money, etc. 

    

   You may talk about the weather----not only 

today’s weather, but about the types of extreme 

weather they have seen or experienced like tornados, 

hurricanes, snow storms, etc. 

     Feed the birds by coating pine cones or stringing 

pretzels or other food on strings and watch nature’s 

creatures 

     Rake leaves or sweep the floor----again it does not 

matter how the job is done 

     Set a table, perhaps just give them the plates and 

ask to place on the table and follow with other things 

     Make a blessing book by using pictures, having 

them draw or paint, or cutting objects from 

magazines and having a conversation about them. 

     Fold laundry, especially towels and wash cloths. 

You may have them sort socks, etc. if they do not 

become frustrated. 

    Cut coupons and organize into categories such as 

food, cleaning supplies, etc.  

     Fish tanks whether filled with live fish or fake are 

relaxing to watch----reason so many in offices have 

them 

     Arrange flowers that can be real or silk 

     Even if someone has problems reading or 

communicating they may receive comfort having you 

read familiar religious texts. You may talk about them 

and ask questions, such as “would you have like to 

live during that time” or “who is your favorite Biblical 

person?”
